Note to Supervising
Adults and Children

This Bug Hunting Kit is a science product that
encourages children to investigate wildlife
found in gardens, parks or countryside. Follow
the rules listed below in order to keep children
safe from harm.

Adults

1. An adult must be present at all times to
supervise the children using this kit. Please
be extra vigilant near water or dangerous
locations.

2. The supervising adult should assess the
risks of the particular environment being
studied and ensure that children are aware of
the dangers.

Children

1. Children should always make sure an adult
knows where they are and what they are
doing. They should never wander away alone
from the supervising adult.

2. Be extra careful if approaching anything
you have reason to believe may be venomous
or otherwise harmful to your health. If in
doubt, don't go near it.

« Codes of Conduct

As a naturalist you have a duty to protect the
natural world around you; and while I really
want you to have fun with the Explorer Kits
there are some basic codes of conduct for you
to stick to:

1. Keep disturbance to a minimum. Never
collect more of anything than you need for
your studies. Always release live specimens in
the same place as you caught them as soon as
you have finished looking at them.

2. Never handle any living creature
unnecessarily, You can often learn a lot more
by observing their lives in the wild. If you do
handle live specimens do it quickly and gently,
minimising contact with the creature.

3. Find out if any animals or plants in your
area are o protected species. Never pick up or
collect them.

4. If you are going on to private land, ask
permission of the owner first, you will be
surprised how many doors open if you do
things properly. But also be prepared for
rejections tool

5. Take all your litter home or put it in a
proper bin: Re-cycle and re-use wherever
possible.
