FINGERPRINT DETECTIVE

WHAT ARE FINGER PRINTS?

If you look clasely at your fingertips, you will see that
each finger has tiny patterns in the skin. No one has
exactly the same patterns as you, and the patterns do not
change as you grow older.

When you touch a hard or shiny object you will leave
traces of oil and sweat in the same pattern as your
fingertips. These are called fingerprints'.

These fingerprints are hard to see, but with a little skill
and knowledge they can be made visible, lifted from the
object and recorded.

Fingerprints provide vital clues to help Police Detectives
identify criminals. Fingerprints found at a crime Scene can
be compared to the fingerprints of suspects or known
criminals.

MAKING FINGERPRINTS VISABLE

To make fingerprints visible you will need to use the white

powder in this Kit.

First of all you need to find a fingerprint. It is probably a
good idea to make your own finger print on a hard shiny
object. Carefully press your thumb on the object then take
it away. If you look carefully you will be able to see a faint
print.

Take the white powder container (shaker) and carefully
sprinkle a very small amount (just a tiny pinch) on {0 the
print.

Use the feather to gently brush the powder over the print.
When you have finished, gently blow away any excess
powder. The print should now be more visible.

LIFTING THE FINGERPRINT

Next you need to pick up (lift) the print from the object
and record it.

Take the sheet of clear sticky tape and cut o size. Peel it
off (be careful not to touch the sticky side) and lay it

(sticky side down) onto the print. Do not press or rub too
hard. Next carefully lift the tab and the fingerprint should
be stuck to it.

Place the tape on the black square of 2 record sheet.

You have now lifted and recorded a print just like a real
detective!

CLASSIFYING FINGERPRINTS

To make the identification of fingerprints easier, detectives
look for 3 different types of pattern; "Arches', 'Loops' and
'Whorls'.

Arches: About 5% of all fingerprints have arches which
are 'hill' shaped patterns. There are two types of arches:

Plain Arches look like a rounded hill.

Tented Arches look like a pointed hill,
