Requires extra ingredients
(Commonly found in a kitchen)

Magic Water Fountain i
( Air Pressure Experiment )

Fill a bottle half full with water,

Insert the plastic tube into the

bottom well below the water

level. Seal the tube into place

with the plasticene around the

neck of the bottle. Blow through the tube as hard as you
can, and quickly step back. Water should squirt like a

fountain from the tube.

Coloured Flowers
(Plants - Capillary Action)

By using some food colouring, you can magically change
the colour of a flower. Find a flower with white or light
coloured petals. Cut the flower stem so that it is about
8cm long. Half fill an small cup with neat food colouring
and place the flower in the solution. It will take about an
hour for your flower to change colour,
